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Ford Amateur Radio League

C O N S T I T U T I O N

Preamble

Wishing to secure for us, the pleasures and benefits of the association of persons commonly interested in Amateur Radio, we do hereby constitute ourselves the FORD AMATEUR RADIO LEAGUE - and do enact this constitution as our governing law.

Article I - Name

Section - 1
The name of the club shall be "Ford Amateur Radio League" (also known as the "Tin Lizzy Club").

Section - 2
Ford Amateur Radio League will be the parent club of all chapters.

Section - 3
Any gender term such as President, Vice-President, Secretary, etc is gender neutral.

Article II - Purpose



It shall be our purpose to facilitate the exchange of information and general cooperation between members, to  

promote radio knowledge, fraternalism and activities that advance the general interest and welfare of amateur 

radio.

Article III - Membership

Section - 1
Membership shall be by application and by election by the majority of the quorum. 

Section - 2
All Ford (or an Enterprise or Subsidiary of the Company as defined by FERA) employees, retired employees, 

and/or members of their immediate families interested in amateur radio shall be eligible for regular membership.

Section - 3
Associate
membership may be conferred upon a reasonable number of those otherwise ineligible for regular membership.

Section - 4
All members shall pay regular dues until the ratio of Ford retired members to Ford active employee members 

reaches 10% or less.  Dues will then decrease to 50% of regular dues for all retired club members.

Section - 5
The power to vote shall be extended to all active (dues paid) members.

Section - 6
Members, upon separation from Ford Motor Company, may remain as a member until the close of the fiscal 

year.

Section – 7
The FARL will notify FERA if club membership falls below 15 regular members for 3 consecutive months.

Article IV - Officers
Section - 1
The officers of the club shall be:

F. Activity Managers: (1) is required. Additional Activity Managers can be appointed by the President.    

Section - 2
The officers of this club shall be elected for a term of one year by ballot of the members present, provided there 

is a quorum, at the annual meeting in April.  President and Vice-President must be regular members and hold a 

valid F.C.C Amateur Radio License.  Remaining officers must be club members.

Section - 3
Successive tenure of each office by an individual member will be limited to two full elective terms.  Partial terms 

served will not be considered in determining the maximum tenure of office.  In the event there is no candidate 
for an office, the current officer may continue in office and serve until a Successor can be elected.

Section - 4
Vacancies - The President will have the option to fill other office vacancies occurring during the year by 

appointment or ballot.

Section - 5
Officers may be removed on a motion by a three-fourths (3/4) vote of a quorum.

Section - 6
Any member holding the office of President , Vice-President or Treasurer must be a full-time employee, or 


retiree of the Ford Motor Company or an Enterprise or Subsidiary of the Company.  Exceptions may be 


considered as specified by the FERA constitution.

Article V - Meetings

Section - 1
Meetings shall be held monthly as stated in the by-laws or as designated by the President.

Section - 2
Election of officers shall be held at the April meeting.

Section - 3
Notification of exact time and place of meeting shall be given in advance of each meeting.

Section - 4
A quorum of the club membership is defined as at least one-half (1/2) of the average attendance at the previous 

three (3) regularly scheduled meetings with no more than five associate members counted in either the average 
or at the current meeting.  No club business shall be conducted at a meeting unless a quorum is present.
Article VI - Dues



Dues and/or assessments may be levied as deemed necessary for the business of the organization within its 

objectives as set forth in the by-laws.

Article VII - Board of Directors

Section - 1
Board of Directors shall consist of the present officers and immediate past President with the chairman to be the 

club President.

Section - 2
The Board of Directors is empowered to conduct emergency club business between club meetings.

Section - 3
The Board of Directors shall notify the membership on all proposed changes to the Constitution, By-Laws, and 

club policies in the best interest of the club and the recreation unit.          

Section - 4
The Board of Directors shall meet at least quarterly.

Section - 5
Chapter Presidents of the current year shall have a voice in the Dearborn Board of Directors meetings and 

committees.

Article VIII - Chapters

Section - 1
Chapters of the Ford Amateur Radio League will be employees of other company offices and/or plants from 

cities other than Dearborn, Michigan area.

Section - 2
Chapters must adopt this constitution as its governing rule.

Section - 3
Chapters must draft their By-Laws.

Section - 4
Chapters name shall be their selection - "Chapter - Ford Amateur Radio League".

Article IX - Amendments

Section -1
This Constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of a quorum at the April meeting.  The proposed 

amendments must be submitted in the club's paper and read at a regular meeting at least one month before 

being voted upon.

Section -2
Amendments voted upon and carried shall become effective after the adjournment of the annual April meeting.

Section -3
It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors, at least once every four years, to review and report to the 


membership on this Constitution and By-Laws for compliance with the FERA constitution and by-laws as well as 

meeting the current needs of the membership.
Section - 4
The President shall provide an information copy of the amended constitution and by-laws to the Ford 

Employees' Recreation Association.
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
